Dallas had a reported 200
Greek people residing here
in 1915, most of whom di-
rectly or indirectly helped
organize Holy Trinity
through its November 1915
Charter, subsequent fund-
raising and related support.
The first church was built in
South Dallas on Riggs Street
at Sanger and opened in
1917. Today, Holy Trinity
has almost NO records or
information from the 1915-
1917 period.

The Archives Committee is
now working to gather docu-
ments, photos and other
material from the -earliest
days. This information will
be copied and used in various
ways during the forthcoming
100 Anniversary celebration
of Holy Trinity in 2015.
