Prosforo Recipe 
 

Please consider baking a few loaves of this special Altar 
bread  which is a necessity  in the celebration of our 
Liturgical life. 

The Prosforo recipe is: 
5 cups of flour sifted 

1-1/2 cups warm water 
2 cakes of yeast 

1  teaspoon of salt 
Religious seal (sfrangitha)  

Dissolve yeast in warm water.  Add sifted flour and salt and 
knead until smooth.  Place in bowl, cover and let rise.   When 
double in size, knead again.  Then divide dough in half and 
put in cake pans that have been floured only (no grease).  
Dip seal in flour and stamp bread, leaving stamp on until 

bread is ready to bake.  Let rise, remove seal and bake for 
about 30 minutes  at 375 degrees.

Dallas had a  reported 200 
Greek  people  residing 
here  in  1915,  most  of 
whom  directly  or  indi‐
rectly  helped  organize 
Holy  Trinity  through  its 
November  1915  Charter, 
subsequent  fundraising 
and  related  support.  The 
first  church  was  built  in 
South  Dallas  on  Riggs 
Street  at  Sanger  and 
opened  in  1917.  Today, 
Holy  Trinity  has  almost 
NO  records or  information 
from the 1915‐1917 period. 
 
The  Archives  Committee 
is now working  to  gather 
documents,  photos  and 
other  material  from  the 
earliest  days.  This  infor‐

mation will be copied and 
used  in  various ways dur‐
ing  the  forthcoming  100th 
Anniversary  celebration 
of  Holy  Trinity  in  2015.
